Music from 11.00 to 5.30 pm, with breaks for tea and coffee and an hour and a half for 

lunch.  Doors open, and tea/coffee available, 10.30 am; warmup and tune, 10.50 am; start 

promptly at 11.00 am.  Coffee and tea, together with all music for the Day, are included 

in the charge.  Either bring your own lunch or go out to a local pub, café or takeaway: 

lunch-break is 12.45-2.15 pm. 

Cost: £5.00 (to receive the music book on arrival at the Hall) or £7.00 (to have the 

music book sent by post in advance); quires which make arrangements (e.g. Purbeck 

Village Quire) get music in advance at £5.00 per member.  Please state if you require 

transposed music (e.g. for clarinet).  Please book and pay in advance (detach form). 

How to get there?  NGR: ST 2933.  Postcode: TA6.  North Petherton is on the A38 

between Bridgwater and Taunton, with a good bus service.   

 IMPORTANT NOTE: this Day will be at NORTH Petherton, near 

Bridgwater, NOT South Petherton, near Crewkerne.  By car, it will probably be best 

to leave M5 at junction 24 (Bridgwater South) and drive southwards the two miles along 

the A38 to North Petherton, rather than approach from Taunton (M5 junction 25).  The 

Community Centre lies on the left, just past the church (for those approaching from the 

north), with a car park beyond.
